General Guidelines

These are general submission gelthes that should be followed beforehand.

General Ruleg Bullet Points

01. No Copyrightinfringing Materiat This is a
major aspect, and your entry will get
eliminated automatically if you use
copyrightinfringing materialHowever, we
usually do warn users through the
preliminary checkingrocessor before the
results are announcedo you could have
time to fix these issuesf you do not fix
these issues, even if you are a winner, you
will not get published, and we will eliminate
your submission and cancel your winning
status.

Centering:If your image is larger than
3600x3600 pixels, please fit your image to a
blank canvas of 3600x3600 pixels by either
scaling down (without distortion) or
cropping.If your image ismaller than
3600x360ixels try to fit it by centering

and scaling up.

Notes:These requirements and regtions
were made such that the annual book
competition posters, invitations and large
posterscould be prepared smoothly without
any issuesThese images will also be sent to
press members, and therefore they must
look good.If the images you have ugded
are too small, they cannot be included in the
annual booklf you are uploading a product
design, it might be desirable to havevhite
background for the images.

Photos:Do not take photos of your own
designs unless you are a highly skilled
photogrgoher. Photos taken in studios have
better brightness and contrast ratios and are
more suitable for printed medigAs a side
note, you do not need to submit
photographs; a goodleanrender is as good.
You are allowed to use human models when
taking photos.

lllustrations: You can use illustrations or
other 3d models with your designs as long as
they do not mask the original desigriou

must own the licenses to other models or
illustrations when using them.

Presentation:Less is more for main image,
includeone clearview of your design rather
than a series oimages.

Contents:The exact type of image content
that you should be submitting is explained in
the category description.

As seen from the example, the main imagwks best viencentered orwhite background; it does not have any
clutters,it issimple to understand. This image is very suitable for publications as they could also clean the

background to make aomposition ad embed in pages easily, this image is also gregtdsters as is in high
resolution.

If you are submitting a rendering, make sure that your rendering works well. Here, this main image is from a
submission of a ceramtie, the product ishown in an ideal usage settifgormally, for products it is expected to
remove the surroundings; i.e. environment and submit an imagehite background, however in some certain
cases, the space where the product would be used could be relevanaigjifeicis harder to demonstrate or

grasp the function of the product via a single picture.
